MOTION MADE; MOTION SUPPORTED; MOTION CARRIED: A motion
was made by Hunsburger and supported by Toscano to add language where
appropriate as a condition that green space equivalent to at least 20% of
buildable acreage for the project be identified and set aside for the benefit of
residents of the Macatawa Community.

AMENDMENT #2

MOTION MADE; MOTION SUPPORTED; MOTION CARRIED: A motion
was made by Hunsburger and supported by Steggerda to add language where
appropriate require the developer to add an appropriate safety railing where
needed along the walkway to be approved by the township Planning
Commission.

AMENDMENT #3

MOTION MADE; MOTION SUPPORTED; MOTION CARRIED: A motion
was made by Hunsburger and supported by Toscano to add language that
would require the developer to identify the staging area for construction
materials (equipment etc.) and that it is located so as to have the least
impact on neighboring properties.

Roll Call Vote: 7-0

Hunsburger asked the developer to take under advisement, sensitivity to the
eagle population.

Based on attorney recommendation the motion was withdrawn.

Felix stated the safety issues could be resolved thru the master plan process.

The board discussed placement of fire hydrants and suggested remedies for
fire safety. Felix stated some additional precautions have been added to the
plan.

would increase the minimum setback between houses (side yard) by an added
4 feet (total of 14) rationale being ordinance 38-363(e).

The board discussed in detail lot sizes and lack of specific detail due to the
nature of the development.

MOTION MADE; MOTION SUPPORTED; MOTION CARRIED: A motion
was made by Ellis and supported by Hunsburger to amend the PUD to include
language that after 40 boat slips are completed for one boating season, that a
review by a committee (possibly, 1 representative each from the Macatawa
Cottagers association, applicant and 1 township) take place of the entry gate
traffic congestion or lack of same for the purpose of making sure that ingress
and egress to the peninsula is not adversely affected with the resolution of
one or two lanes as the plan had previously been submitted to the Planning
Commission.

David Smith, attorney for the applicant, requested the board approve an
amendment that allows for leasing of the units. His suggested wording to
amend Section 3 (e) to read “The developer shall not lease any built or unsold
residential unit to the public unless such residential unit has been on the
market for sale and has not been sold for a period of 6 months or unless such
unit is occupied by an employee or independent contractor of the developer.”

Deletion of current wording
and add suggested wording from the memo.

3) Condition P page 17, minimum separation distance between buildings.

4) Condition U on Page 19 concerning green space. Deletion of current

wording and add suggested wording from the memo.

The Board agreed, with no objection, the amended portion of A is able to be
removed on page 12.

From time to time we have requests from the Sheriff’'s personal for the purchase of items
over and above the “routine” costs of patrol that are covered via our agreement with the
Sheriff's office. We have recently been asked to share with Holland Township the cost
of purchasing heart monitors for the E-Units. One would be a new unit and the other
would be a refurbished one.

Sgt. Cal Keuning, the supervisor for the E-Unit program, reports that the current
monitors are very old and desperately need upgrading. The current units have only
three heart leads, the refurbished unit has twelve leads and the new unit comes
equipped with 15 leads. The newer units can be integrated directly with ambulance and
hospital equipment, whereby the three lead units can not.

The cost of the new unit, a LifePak 15 is $30,750 and the cost of a refurbished LikePak
12 is $15,000. Information on both units is attached.

The request, therefore, is to participate in the immediate cost of the refurbished heart
monitor with the county purchasing the new unit and billing that cost back to us over the
next three years. Our share for the refurbished unit now will be $6,000 based on a 60/40
split with Holland Township. Financing will come from the reserve balance in the
Police/E-Unit Fund.

Sgt. Keuning will be present at the meeting to provide additional information and to
answer any questions you may have.

Manager's Recommendation: To authorize the purchase of two heart monitors for the E-
Units with our immediate share amount of $6,000.

In the current budget we have set aside $250,000 ($200,000 from fund balance and
$50,000 from Fire Department Operations) for future fire equipment. Our intent at
budget time was to establish a funding base in anticipation of the need to replace major
capital needs, including trucks.

In looking ahead to next budget year, our plan was to include funds for the replacement
of our current brush truck, Vehicle # 1581. The current model is 1974 GMC three-
guarter ton truck equipped with a water tank and pump. Our intent was to replace this
unit with a new vehicle and a “skid- type” water/pump unit that slides into the truck bed
rather than be constructed directly to the truck.

In our considerations it became apparent that the summer is the time when the vehicle is
most used and it seems logical to make every attempt to have the vehicle in service prior
to the summer months rather than take deliver after the busy season. Therefore, even
though this particular purchase is not included within the current budget, we are
recommending that you authorize the purchase in order that we can take delivery prior to
the summer season.

Attached is information detailing the current vehicle and the proposed one. We are
looking at a new 2012 model along with the new skid mount water/pump unit. The
$23,750 price on the vehicle is from the state purchasing bid program. The costs for the
ski unit, lighting, striping and brush guards are estimates but we do not anticipate
exceeding these amounts. We may add the plow unit that will allow us to plow the
stations if needed but we want to evaluate the need for that over the winter. We
currently have plowing service and we also intend to take over some of that operation
ourselves with the new unit purchased for the Maintenance Department. The Fire
service is a 24 hour operation, however, and it may prove beneficial to have plow service
available via this vehicle on a 24 hour basis, too.

Chief Gamby will have the current vehicle at the Township Hall prior to the Board
meeting and you are welcome to preview that vehicle at that time. If not convenient, feel
free to contact the Chief for an inspection at Station 2, Perry and 160™.

Manager's Recommendation: To authorize the purchase of a new brush unit in an
amount not to exceed $55,000, as outlined; to be financed from the Fire Department
Equipment Reserves.

History of 1581 - Brush Truck, Station #2

Our existing brush truck, 1581, is a 1974 GMC K-25, three quarter ton, 4-wheel drive truck which
we purchased new. It has a Chevrolet 350 cubic inch V-8 engine and an automatic transmission
with full time four wheel drive. The odometer reading as of November, 2011, is 10,079 miles.

It is an 8 step side pickup with the original wooden floor boards in the bed! It is equipped with a
front mounted Warn Winch, although its line pull capacity is unknown due to the age of the
apparatus and the specifications being unavailable. It is equipped with a 250 gallon steel tank with
a Wisconsin Powered Pump and two hose reels.

This unit also carries several "Indian packs” which are portable water tanks with pumps used for
extinguishing hot spots in a wildfire. There are also two "Pro-Pak” portable foam units, several
shovels and axes carried on this unit. This truck is used to pull the John Boat (1582) for water
rescues in Lake Macatawa and Lake Michigan.

Justification:

WATER TANK

The water tank shall be constructed of 172" thick polypropylens sheet stock with PolymarCo-PP™ resin. Water tank shall be welded
with Heavy Duty extruded joint. The material shall be of a certified, high quality, non-corrosive, stress relieved thermo plastic, black
in colour with a textured finish, and UV stabilized for maximum protection. The skid type water tank shall be of a standard
configuration and shall be so designed to have complete modular slide in capability. The unit shall incorporate transverse partitions
manufactured for 3/8" PT2E polypropylene which shall interlock with a series of longitudinal partitions constructed of 3/8* PT2E
polypropylene. All swash partitions shall be so designed to allow for maximum water and air flow between compartments and are
fully welded to each other as well as to the inside of the tank. The passenger side rear wall of the tank shall have a standard built
in sight gauge 3" in width, and 70% transparent.

FLL TOWER & TANK COVER

The tank shall be equipped with a combination vent/overflow and manual fill tower. The fill tower shall have a 8" x 8" x 8" square
hinged type cover. The tower shall be located in the right rear corner of the tank. There shall be a vent / overflow installed inside
and to the extreme rear of the tower approximately 2* down from the top.

SKID BASE

There shall be a full width skid base manufactured of 3/4* PT2E polypropylene welded to the tank. This base shall be 48* wide by
96" fong and shall extend 34" past the tank in the rear to allow for pump mounting. The pump mounting area shall be supported
by %" PT2E polypropylene gussets approximately 15° high by 32" long. The gussets shall be equipped with 2" holes to assist in
lifting the unit. The mounts shall allow for the truck to be secured directly to a truck bed without the need for any skid frame work

underneath.

Tank will be baffled in accordance with latest NFPA requirements.

PUMIP

The pump shall be a CET DI-PFP-6hpHND-EM-Twin two (2) stage centrifugal pump, bolted directly to the engine, with a 1.57 NPT
suction inlet, two (2) 1" NPT discharge outlets and one (1) 1.5 NPT discharge outlet.

The pump piping shall be flexible to prevent any breakage caused by vibration.

The pump shall be capable of a maximum discharge volume of 80 GPM. at 10 PSi, and a maximum discharge pressure of 150 PSI
while pumping 20 GPM. In the center of the performance curve, the pump shall be capable of pumping 50 GPM at 100 PSI.

The pump shall be driven by a 2-stroke Honda gasoline powered, 6.5 horsepower single cylinder engine. The engine shall be air
cooled, 12 volt electric start with recoil backup. The engine shall be fueled from a 1.5 gallon fuel tank which is to be mounted on
the engine. The engine shall be connected with a quick disconnect weather proof style connection.

PUMP CONTROLS

A control panel shall be supplied and installed on the pump. The controls shall consist of a master switch, master discharge pressure
gauge and panel light for night operations.

The pump engine shall be equipped with a self priming system capable of 10' - 15° lift for fast positive priming.

SUCTION PIPING

All piping on the suction side shall be made of steel (welded joints) schedule 40. The suction piping, the pump and the discharge
shall be tested to 400 PSI.

The suction piping shall consist of a 2.5" tank to pump line with a 2.5" flexible rubber hump hose to minimize flex and vibration
between the pump and the tank.

Between the tank and the pump there shall be a 2.5" industrial valve. This valve shall remain open to pump from the tank. This
pipe shall have a tee into the suction side of the pump, and shall continue to the rear of the truck for overboard suction.

The overboard suction connection shall have a 2.5* NST male adapter and a 2.5" NSTF cap with retaining cable.

Other openings will be utilized accordingly when pre-connects, booster reels and other accessories that require pressurized water
are specified.

DISCHARGE VALVES

All valves larger than 1" shall be a fire service type drop out style ball valve which shall have a hard-coated anodized, high-strength,
light-weight aluminum alloy body with rugged stainless steel ball and two PTFE seats.

The valves shall be capable of bi-directional flow with a minimum working pressure rating of 250 psig.
All stainiess steel parts shall be made from 300 series material. The valves shall NOT require lubrication of the seats or any other
